In 1807 slavery was abolished in the UK, but 200 years on, it is
estimated that 4,000 people are trafficked into the UK to be sold for sex each year and the
London Metropolitan Police now believe that traffickers supply 80 per cent of the women
in London’s red-light district. Commissioned by CHASTE, one of the major charities calling
for the end of contemporary sexual enslavement, Freefall tell the real story of the user and
the used, the abuser and the abused. A story of violence, loss, imprisonment, guilt and
desire unfolds as we follow the downward spiral of all those trapped in the web surrounding
pay-as-you-go sex.
